Modesto/Madera/Kingsburg - We
are currently picking the Lilliland,
Starn and Sullivan varieties. The early
varietal group came in at 99% of

the estimate. The late varietal group
will come in around 95% of the
estimate. The extra lates are coming
in much lighter than anticipated.
This summer’s record heat took its
toll on the later varieties; between
fruit dropping and fruit not sizing,
we expect to come in around 87% of
estimate for the extra lates. The last
day of harvest will be by the end of
next week.

Madera - We ended at 88% percent
of estimate for the late varietal
group. We will start the Starn variety
tomorrow, which is the last variety.
Quality seems better than the lates.
Harvest will be complete by the end
of the week.

Organic Peaches - Kingsburg -
Harvest is complete.

Northern Peaches - The peach harvest
in the north is coming to an end.
Growers are getting relief from the
size and quality of the fruit from

the extra late varieties, i.e. Starn and
Sullivan. As far as total tonnage in
the north, we predict we will be 94%
of estimate for the entirety of the
harvest season.

Organics — Harvest is complete.

San Marzano Style, Pear Tomatoes—
Harvest is complete.

Conventional Tomatoes — Harvest
continues and is going well. Growers
have persevered a light rain from
this past weekend and completed
their loads of tomatoes. Despite the
rain, the tomatoes are still looking
good. It was anticipated that wed
start to see a yield decline due to

the extreme heat in July, but overall,

field yields are looking to be positive.

Bakersfield - Madera -Harvest is
moving along, and we are now

well over halfway through. One
grower in the Bakersfield area has
already completed and delivered his
contracted tonnage. All other growers
are on track to fill their contracted
tonnages as well. Harvest should be
completed by the end of this week.

« Due to the lack of rain from mid-May and mid-June, the 2024 winter crop has suftfered damage to the

plantation and a delay of harvest.

«  The 2024 crop which was supposed to start in October, is confirmed to be delayed to mid-November with less
volume. This will bring Thailand to 680,000 tons only in 2024 which is similar to 2023.

«  Fruit quality tends to be smaller due to weather conditions, but we will continue strict control on fruit quality.

«  Our projections for 2025 are looking much brighter as we expect Thailand will improve to an 800,000 tons

level.
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« Based on the graph above, you can see that the cycle has been decreasing the last few cycles, which makes
things a bit inconsistent. However, we anticipate that a new normal level should increase to be around one

million tons.

« Please note, if you have any Choice demand in Q4, it is better to advise us earlier, so we can plan to secure the

quantity when we resume production in September.
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
